Montessori and a Whole New Mind
Keynote Address
Friday, February 15, 2008

In his entertaining and provocative presentation, Daniel Pink, author of A Whole New Mind, surveyed

evidence from around the world to reveal how the forces of abundance, Asia, and automation are
nudging the economy into an era defined not by traditional “knowledge workers,” but by creators and empathizers. He
revealed the six key, right-brain abilities that now determine who flourishes and who flounders in the workforce. And he
explained why a Montessori education is a preparation for this new world.

Daniel Pink is a best-selling author and an expert on innovation, competition, and the changing world of work. His latest
book, A Whole New Mind, charts the rise of right-brain thinking in modern economies and explains the abilities individu-
als and organizations must master in an outsourced and automated world. He posits that the era of “left brain” dominance
is giving way to a new world in which “right brain” qualities—inventiveness, empathy, and meaning—predominate.

His articles on work, business, and technology appear in many newspapers and magazines—including The New York
Times, Harvard Business Review, Slate, Fast Company, and Wired, where he is a contributing editor. As an independent
business consultant, he’s advised start-up ventures and Fortune 100 companies on recruiting, innovation, and work
practices. He received a B.A. with honors in linguistics from Northwestern University and a ].D. from Yale Law School.

Good at Doing Things: Montessori Education and Higher-Order Cognitive Development

Why has the Montessori method earned international recognition for its impact on child develop-

ment? How does Montessori education fit with the way brains learn and grow? In this special presenta-
tion, Dr. Steve Hughes described key aspects of brain function, and explained why Montessori education is the original
“brain-based” method of instruction.

Steven Hughes, Ph.D., L.P, is a pediatric neuropsychologist and Assistant Professor of Pediatrics and Neurology at

the University of Minnesota Medical School, and a diplomate of the American Board of Pediatric Neuorpsychology.

Dr. Hughes has taught neuropsychology at the graduate and postgraduate level and has consulted on child development
to other departments within the university. He is a guest lecturer at the Montessori Training Center of Minnesota and
at Montessori schools throughout the Twin Cities area. Dr. Hughes’s research has focused on identifying family factors
that impact the development of children living in poverty, the effects of lead exposure on child development, and the
cognitive and developmental impact of velocardiofacial syndrome. For many years he has been a consultant to families
of children with learning, behavior, or developmental concerns who attend Montessori schools.
